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Did you know that God’s people will lose track of time? Forever? Yes, followers of Jesus Christ have assurance that they will live in eternity. Yes, they will rule and reign with Christ and will have work to do. Why, because God created work for man. Originally, God put Adam in the Garden of Eden to tend and keep it. (Genesis 2:15)  Work is truly a gift from God.

Now those who don’t belong to Jesus will be cast into the Lake of Fire where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth. These people will know that they deserve to be there and that their position and environment will never change. They will be tormented by their unchanging condition. And, by the knowledge that they could have been saved from this if they had believed unto the Lord Jesus. God created the everlasting Lake of Fire for the devil and his angels. (Matthew 25:41)  Make sure your salvation!

How do I know that I’m really saved and headed for eternal life with Jesus?  Many who think they are saved are really not? The Bible gives very clear examples of how to distinguish between the saved and the unsaved. However, only the Lord knows the heart of man. That means there is room for error on our part, if we think that we can always determine whether someone belongs to the Lord and His Kingdom.

Here are some verses from the Bible that may help you determine if you’re saved and headed toward eternity:

· For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves, it is a gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast. For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them. (Ephesians 2: 8-10)

· And because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying out, Abba, Father!  Therefore you are no longer a slave but a son, and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ. (Galatians 4: 6-7)

· But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you. (John 14:26)

· Now he who keeps His commandments abides in Him, and He in him. And by this we know that He abides in us, by the Spirit whom He has given us.      (I John 3:24)

· For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. And if you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise. (Galatians 3: 24 & 29)

· He who is of God hears God’s words; therefore you do not hear, because you are not of God.

 (John 8:47)

· So likewise, whoever of you does not forsake all that he has cannot be My disciple. (Luke 14:33)

· Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him.” (John 14:23)

· You are My friends if you do whatever I command you. (John 15:14)

· If you were of the world, the world would love its own. Yet because you are not of the world, but I chose you out of the world, therefore the world hates you. (John 15:19)

· And this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent. (John 17:3)

· If you know that He is righteous, you know that everyone who practices righteousness is born of Him.    (I John 2:29)

· Whoever has been born of God does not sin, for His seed remains in him; and he cannot sin, because he has been born of God. (I John 3:9)

· And the world is passing away, and the lust of it; but he who does the will of God abides forever.        (I John 2:17)

· By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we also ought to lay down our lives for the brethren. But whoever has this world’s goods, and sees his brother in need, and shuts up his heart from him, how does the love of God abide in him? My little children, let us not love in word or in tongue, but in deed and in truth. And by this we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before Him. For if our heart condemns us, God is greater than our heart, and knows all things. Beloved, if our heart does not condemn us, we have confidence toward God.     (I John 3:16-21) 

· For this you know, that no fornicator, unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, has any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God. (Ephesians 5:5)

Therefore we do not lose heart. Even though our outward man is perishing, yet the inward man is being renewed day by day. For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory, while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal. (II Corinthians 4: 16-18)
For we know that if our earthly house, this tent, is destroyed, we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. For we who are in this tent groan, being burdened, not because we want to be unclothed, but further clothed, that mortality may be swallowed up by life. ( II Corinthians 5: 1 & 4 )

Now He who has prepared us for this very thing is God, who also has given us the Spirit as a guarantee. Therefore, we are always confident, knowing that while we are at home in the body we are absent from the Lord. For we walk by faith, not by sight. We are confident, yes, well pleased rather to be absent from the body and to be present with the Lord. Therefore we make it our aim whether present or absent, to be well pleasing to Him. (II Cor. 5: 5-9)
Believer’s are a fragrance to the world. Now thanks be to God who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and through us diffuses the fragrance of His knowledge in every place. For we are to God the fragrance of Christ among those who are being saved and among those who are perishing. To the one we are the aroma of death to death, and to the other the aroma of life to life...   (II Corinthians 2: 14-16)

Why do some people have difficulty understanding the Bible and the truth about Jesus?  The Bible says: “But their minds were hardened. For until this day the same veil remains unlifted in the reading of the Old Testament, because the veil is taken away in Christ. But even to this day, when Moses is read, a veil lies on their heart. Nevertheless when one turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away.

But even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing., whose minds the god of this age has blinded, who do not believe, lest the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine on them. For we do not preach ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord, and ourselves your servants for Jesus sake. For it is God who commanded light to shine out of the darkness who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. 

(II Corinthians 3: 14-16 and 4: 3-6)

Are you an active Citizen in this nation? Do you know that God founded the United States of America? The Bible mentions that the Lord is sovereign over the nations. There are numerous examples of God’s handiwork in the writing of the Mayflower Compact, the Declaration of Independence and our Constitution. Substantial evidence shows that these writers used the Bible as the primary basis in preparing the founding documents to our nation’s republican form of government.

What does it mean to be an active citizen? The following are some of the responsibilities that a citizen should carry-out:

· Learn how our nation was founded and what the founding fathers intended when they designed our Federal and State government.
· Read the Mayflower Compact, Declaration of Independence, Constitution and other historical documents to know their content and purpose.
· Know who your elected local, state and federal representatives are and monitor their voting records.
· Let your elected representatives know if they are doing a good job and talk to them when needed about things that they need to consider.
· Make sure you are registered to vote and teach your children about our nation, its Christian heritage, and the importance of being an active citizen.
· Always vote in the elections. Pray over the available candidates. Ask God to give you His wisdom and discernment to enable you to carry-out His Will.
· Strive to vote for the person who most closely matches the qualifications for leadership. Namely, Character, Integrity, Maturity, Honesty, Prudence, Stewardship, Righteousness, Fair-mindedness, Impartiality, etc. 
· Based upon your knowledge and ability, you will be held accountable for whether you voted and how you voted. God likely will be far less concerned about voting along party-lines or for the most popular candidates. He will see if you took the time to learn about each candidate and then voted for those having the best match with these qualifications.
· Christians ought to care less about the winning potential of candidates and more about the righteousness of candidates. Remember, when the righteous rule the people rejoice, but when the wicked rule the people groan.
· If you do your homework and vote for righteous candidates, then it is God’s responsibility to handle the rest, even if your candidate loses the election. 
· Being an active citizen means knowing and trusting our Lord Jesus completely. It also means praying regularly for those in authority even if they don’t match-up to the Bible’s leadership qualities.
· Some citizens are called by God to run for elective or appointive office and to do what is right, even to one’s own hurt.
· If this list seems out-of-line with today’s reality, know that you must act in line with the Bible while you are on this earth. Believers are in this world but have a second citizenship in eternity. Do you think that you can function effectively in eternity when you either refuse to vote or take your citizenship seriously on earth? How you vote makes a great impression with God. Don’t take it lightly.
· Make sure you are registered to vote and ‘bone-up’ for the upcoming election on November 7.
Are you experiencing spiritual growth, restlessness, conviction over sin in your life or deliverance from sin? If your answer is yes, Praise the Lord! If you’re not moving forward, you are really slipping backward. The kingdom of God is always forcefully advancing. Each day believers wrestle with the powers of darkness and overcome them in the name of Jesus who has been given authority over heaven and earth.

Prayer, using the Sword of the Holy Spirit (God’s Word in the Bible), enables people, businesses and communities to advance the Kingdom of God on earth. Aside of your own circle of intercessors, know that the staff of JESUS INC prays for individuals, families and organizations each day of the work week. Most of you are on the list.
