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Hello! Praise the Lord for the abundant harvest of crops and fine weather that He has given us. Grain bins are full and mounds of grain are piled high around grain elevators. America is truly blessed with great abundance. Yet our nation’s spiritual shield has eroded due to our stubborn unwillingness to obey God, acknowledge our sins and to sincerely repent and seek His forgiveness and cleansing. The Church of God, that’s you and me, needs to return to it’s first love. That is, Jesus Christ. We must seek to love Him with all our heart, soul, mind and strength.

God’s people grieve over: the slaughter of the unborn (over 40 million murdered and continuing every 20 seconds); the epidemic of divorce; the loss of God-fearing, righteous leaders; the rise of immorality and acceptance of legal rights for people involved in sinful behavior; calling good evil and evil good (i.e. Those upholding Biblical values as bigots vs. those promoting sinful behavior as tolerant); the proliferation of laws and lawsuits; the apostasy among believers; the incarceration of over 2 million persons (more than any other nation); the loss of reason and common sense; continued declines in educational standards and attainment; lack of respect for all life leading to experimentation with human embryos, cloning, euthanasia, etc.; and the sense of overwhelming wickedness out of control that only God can turn back.

God admonished His people to give way to wrath and to overcome evil with good. We are commanded to love God and to love our neighbor, including our enemies. When we obey God and His Word, the works of the enemy are destroyed. With Jesus sitting at the right hand of the Father in heaven, believers now are the lights in this world and the salt of the earth. Believers walk by faith, led by the Holy Spirit who gives us power and authority to overcome all evil. Yet, it is a tough world we face each day. In Christ, we can be about His business and still have peace, joy and gladness in the midst of turmoil and confusion. Our faith in Jesus overcomes the world. He is our Rock and our Shield. Jesus is Faithful to His Word. He will never leave nor forsake us.

On November 2, believers must vote according to God’s Word. Each Christian will give account of his/her thoughts, words, and deeds before a Holy God. God is likely going to be more interested if we consistently voted for candidates who upheld: the protection of the unborn; marriage of one man to one woman; character and integrity over immorality, compromise and corruption. If we try to justify our voting by saying we wanted to support our party, or the one who promised to create the most jobs or to cut the most taxes, God will remind of us of our selfishness, greed, and covetousness. It is a sacred duty to vote. Believers must vote God’s way. That is, to support candidates whose actions and character reflect God’s values stated in the Bible. Our nation is in peril of God’s judgment. Won’t you take time to ask God for His mercy upon this rebellious nation? Learn about the character and voting records of candidates. Ask God for His wisdom to discern how He wants you to vote. Then vote and encourage others to vote their conscience. This newsletter has scripture addressing believers responsibility to promote God’s Truth, Justice and Righteousness every day.

When the righteous are in authority, the people rejoice; but when a wicked man rules, the people groan.   (Proverbs 29:2)

Therefore justice is far from us, nor does righteousness overtake us; we look for light, but there is darkness! For brightness, but we walk in blackness! We grope for the wall like the blind, and we grope as if we had no eyes; we stumble at noonday as at twilight; we are as dead men in desolate places. We all growl like bears, and moan sadly like doves; we look for justice, but there is none; for salvation, but it is far from us. For our transgressions are multiplied before You, and our sins testify against us; for our transgressions are with us, and as for our iniquities, we know them: In transgressing and lying against the Lord, and departing from our God, speaking oppression and revolt, conceiving and uttering from the heart words of falsehood, and righteousness stands afar off; for truth is fallen in the street, and equity cannot enter. So truth fails, and he who departs from evil makes himself a prey.    (Isaiah 59:9-15)

Then the Lord saw it, and it displeased Him that there was no justice. He saw that there was no man, and wondered that there was no intercessor; therefore His own arm brought salvation for Him; and His own righteousness, it sustained Him. For He put on righteousness as a breastplate, and a helmet of salvation on His head; He put on the garments of vengeance for clothing, and was clad with zeal as a cloak. According to their deeds, accordingly He will repay, fury to His adversaries, recompense to His enemies; the coastlands He will fully repay. So shall they fear the name of the LORD from the west, and His glory from the rising of the sun; when the enemy comes in like a flood, the Spirit of the LORD will lift up a standard against him. “The Redeemer will come to Zion, and to those who turn from transgression in Jacob,” says the LORD. “As for Me,” says the LORD, “this is My covenant with them: My Spirit who is upon you, and My words which I have put in your mouth, shall not depart from your mouth, nor from the mouth of your descendants, nor from the mouth of your descendants’ descendants,” says the LORD, “from this time and forevermore.”     (Isaiah 59:..15-21)

Is this not the fast that I have chosen:To loose the bonds of wickedness, to undo the heavy burdens, to let the oppressed go free, and that you break every yoke? Is it not to share your bread with the hungry, and that you bring to your house the poor who are cast out; when you see the naked, that you cover him, and not hide yourself from your own flesh? Then your light shall break forth like the morning, your healing shall spring forth speedily, and your righteousness shall go before you; the glory of the Lord shall be your rear guard. Then you shall call, and the Lord will answer; you shall cry, and He will say, ‘Here I am.’    (Isaiah 58:6-9)

Therefore do not let your good be spoken of as evil; for the kingdom of God is not eating and drinking, but righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. For he who serves Christ in these things is acceptable to God and approved by men. Therefore let us pursue the things which make for peace and the things by which one may edify another.  (Romans 14: 16-19)

Now after John was put in prison, Jesus came to Galilee, preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God, and saying, “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and believe in the gospel.”  (Mark 1: 14-15)

He has shown you, O man, what is good; and what does the LORD require of you but to do justly, to love mercy, and to walk humbly with your God?     (Micah 6:8)

He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love him and manifest Myself to him. Judas (not Iscariot) said to Him, “Lord, how is it that You will manifest Yourself to us, and not to the world?” Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him. He who does not love Me does not keep My words; and the word which you hear is not Mine but the Father’s who sent Me.         (John 14:21-24)

Therefore I exhort first of all that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks be made for all men, for kings and all who are in authority, that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and reverence. For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, who desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth.  For there is one God and One Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time,   (I Timothy 2:1-6)

And the Lord said, Who then is that faithful and wise steward, who his master will make ruler over his household, to give them their portion of food in due season? Blessed is that servant whom his master will find so doing when he comes. Truly, I say to you that he will make him                                                                                                                    ruler over all that he has.    (Luke 12:42-44)

If anyone among you thinks he is religious, and does not bridle his tongue but deceives his own heart, this one’s religion is useless. Pure and undefiled religion before God and the Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in their trouble, and to keep oneself unspotted from the world.    (James 1: 26-27)

Now we exhort you, brethren, warn those who are unruly, comfort the fainthearted, uphold the weak, be patient with all. See that no one renders evil for evil to anyone, but always pursue what is good both for yourselves and for all. Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, in everything give thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you. Do not quench the Spirit. Do not despise prophecies. Test all things; hold fast what is good. Abstain from every form of evil. Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. He who calls you is faithful, who also will do it.     (I Thessalonians 5: 14-24)



                
But I say to you, love your enemies, bless those who curse you, do good to those who hate you and pray for those who spitefully use you and persecute you, that you may be sons of your Father in heaven; for He makes His sun rise on the evil and on the good, and sends rain on the just and on the unjust. For if you love those who love you, what reward have you? Do not even the tax collectors do the same? And if you greet your brethren only, what do you do more than others? Do not even the tax collectors do so? Therefore you shall be perfect, just as your Father in heaven is perfect.  (Matthew 5:44-48)

If you take away the yoke from your midst, the pointing of the finger, and speaking wickedness, if you extend your soul to the hungry and satisfy the afflicted soul, then your light shall dawn in the darkness, and your darkness shall be as the noonday. The LORD will guide you continually, and satisfy your soul in drought, and strengthen your bones; you shall be like a watered garden, and like a spring of water, whose waters do not fail. Those from among you shall build the old waste places; you shall raise up the foundations of many generations; and you shall be called the Repairer of the Breach, the Restorer of Streets to Dwell In.  (Isaiah 58: ...9-12)

For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; that you may walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; strengthened with all might, according to His glorious power, for all patience and longsuffering with joy; giving thanks to the Father who has qualified us to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in the light. He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His love, in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins. He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him. And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist. And He is the head of the body, the church, who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in all things He may have the preeminence. For it pleased the Father in Him all the fullness should dwell, and by Him to reconcile all things to Himself, by Him, whether things on earth or things in heaven, having made peace through the blood of His cross.

And you, who once were alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now He has reconciled in the body of His flesh through death, to present you holy, and blameless, and above reproach in His sight—if indeed you continue in the faith, grounded and steadfast, and are not moved away from the hope of the gospel which you heard, which was preached to every creature under heaven, of which I, Paul, became a minister.    (Colossians 1:9-23)

And behold, I am coming quickly and My reward is with Me, to give to every one according to his work. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End, the First and the Last. Blessed are those who do His commandments, that they may enter through the gates into the city. But outside are dogs and sorcerers and sexually immoral and murderers and idolaters, and whoever loves and practices a lie.    (Revelation 22: 12-15)
